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The purpose of this assignment is to make “privilege” visible in your own life and surroundings. This out-of-class assignment will develop your awareness about your privilege has affected your experiences, attitudes, assumptions and beliefs. The paper should be typed, double-spaced, proofread, and a minimum of 5 pages.  This is assignment is 20% of your total grade. The paper is due on March 17, 2008 before class. 
Part 1: Social Location (1 page)
A. What is your social location? Your social location means which social identity groups do you belong to?  Identify at least six social identity groups (i.e. race, class, gender, sexual orientation, physical ability, religion etc..).
B. In which of these social identity groups that you identified are you part of the dominant group(s)? and which are part of the subordinate group(s)?
Part 2: Privilege (2 pages)
A. Unearned Privilege (AU)

 Define “Unearned Privilege.” Identify and describe at least 10 unearned privileges that pertain to your life. You may include up to 6 from lecture and Peggy McIntosh (pages 150-153) that you feel are particularly relevant to your. At least 4 should be original. 
B. Conferred Dominance (CD)
Define “Conferred Dominance” (see powerpoint #4). Identify and describe at least 3 examples from lectures, videos and/or readings of how the systemic nature of dominant group privilege is an advantage that confers dominance over subordinate groups (giving one group power over another). You must identify 2 examples from your own life. Make sure to cite the author of the essay not the editors of the book.
Part 3: Reflection/Discussion (2 pages)
How have your social identity groups (both dominant and subordinate) interacted and intersected in your life to affect your perceptions and experiences?  How have these examples of unearned privileges affected your perceptions, assumptions, and attitudes towards life chances and life choices of subordinate groups? How have some of your privileges connect to structural forms of inequality that accord certain privileges to some but deny resources to others?
